Our very own Morgan Figgins has been selected to represent New Zealand at the 
World Junior Figure Skating Championships in Oberstdorf, Germany.  It has been 
7 years since New Zealand has sent a female competitor to this event, and Morgan 
is the youngest ever to have been selected.  CONGRATULATIONS MORGAN !!!! 

Morgan was selected because of her performances at the New Zealand Nationals 
and Australian Youth Olympic festival. The NZISA Council (through it s Convenors 
of Selection) has been monitoring her performance and is very pleased with her 
progress over the last six months. 

Fanis Shakirzianau has also been selected to attend the Championships, combining the roles of National Coach 
and Team Leader. CONGRATULATIONS FANIS!! 

Morgan and Fanis departed NZ on the 23rd of February, heading first to Munich and then transferring 170kms 
south west to Oberstdorf, an ice skating training centre high in the alps. 

MORGAN TO REPRESENT NEW ZEALAND 
AT THE JUNIOR WORLDS IN GERMANY 

The competition will be held from the 26th of February to 
the 4th of March, with Morgan and Fanis returning to NZ on 
the 6th of March. 

There are 53 competitors in the Ladies event from 45 coun-
tries, and 46 in the Mens, plus Dance and Pairs.  All skaters 
will get to skate their Short Programmes, but only the top 24 
of each will get to skate their Freeskate (Long) Programme. 

The World Junior Figure Skating Championships is an an-
nual event sanctioned by the International Skating Union, in 
which younger figure skaters compete for the title of World 
Junior Champion.  

The ISU requirements for eligibility are for the competitor to 
have reached the age of 13 by the previous July 1st, but not 
yet 19, except for men competing in pairs skating and ice 
dancing where the upper limit is 21. 

The event is one of the four annual ISU figure skating 
Championships and is considered the most prestigious in-
ternational competition for Juniors. 

The whole of the Dunedin Ice Skating Club wishes Morgan 
all the very best for the competition. Have fun and
