Morgan Figgins has just competed in the Junior Ladies Figure Skating at the Australian Olympic Youth Festival.

In her first international competition she placed a very credible 8 " out of 12 skaters. WELL DONE MORGAN!

In the Junior Men's Figure Skating, Mathieu Wilson and Cameron Hems of Auckland placed 10 " & 11" respectively.
In addition, three short track speed skaters competed in two events.

This competition for junior athletes replicates the Olympic Games. Morgan was one of three New Zealand figure skaters and one
of 174 New Zealand athletes aged 14 -18. There were 1600 athletes from 20 nations competing in 16 sports in many of the Sydney
Olympic venues.
